Sol. Here, 3-4 ‘cheered-event’ will be replaced to make the sentence grammatically and 
contextually correct. The sentence thus formed is, 
The US President was feted at the world’s largest cricket stadium in the ‘Namaste Trump’ event 
in Ahmedabad and was cheered by tens of thousands of people. Hence, option (d) is the right 
answer choice.  
 
S11. Ans. (b) 
Sol. Here, 1-3 i.e, ‘environmental-states’ will be replaced to make the sentence grammatically 
and contextually correct. The sentence thus formed is, 
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“In the last week of July this year, 11 Himalayan States of India met in Dehradun demanding a
