In his inaugural address in January 2017, US President Trump said that “protection will lead to great
prosperity and strength.” Thus he began his administration with a protectionist viewpoint, and he has stuck
to it, especially in the past year. The result has been one of the biggest disruptions of the global trading
system since the end of World War II.

In the wake of the global crisis in 2008, it was extended to become an annual get
together of heads of government. The meetings in 2008 and 2009 were crucial in that they resulted in a
joint commitment to avoid protectionist policies in the face of rising unemployment and populist
sentiment. Finally, the meeting in 2009 entailed a joint commitment to use fiscal and monetary policies to
stabilize the global economy. At the least, it probably helped to avoid a disintegration of the global system.
At the end of the summit, there was a statement endorsed by all of the leaders. Yet it was relatively vague
and uncontroversial, offering support for free trade and innovation as drivers of economic growth, but
failing to condemn protectionism for the first time since the G20 leaders started meeting in 2008. [t appears
to have been a heroic effort to paper over significant differences between the United States and the others.
Still, the summit did have consequences. The United States and China agreed to a temporary truce in their
ongoing trade war; that is, the United States will postpone imposition of another round of tariffs on Chinese
imports, China will purchase more US agricultural products, and the two sides will continue to talk.
Regardless, global businesses will likely be pleased not to face ruinous tariffs and immediate massive
disruption to supply chains. This will likely continue to have a chilling effect on investment in global supply
chains. All of this raises the question as to how this gets resolved. The current agreement also came about
because of a meeting between the two presidents on the side lines of the G20 Summit in Osaka. The cycle
will only be broken if one of two things happens. Either China accedes to US demands regarding structural
economic issues (which seems unlikely), or the United States accepts a superficial deal and declares victory.
The latter could happen if the United States were to worry that further trade tensions might undermine
the economic recovery. Otherwise, we may be condemned to a repetition of events that suppresses
investment and undermines economic expansion.

As Nirmala Sitharaman presented her maiden budget as the first fulltime women Union Finance Minister,
public expectation towards the Union Budget 2019-20 have been extraordinary given the massive victory
of the Modi government and the state of the economy. GDP growth has slowed down, global outlook turning
gloomy amid heightened trade tensions and fear of prolonged slowdown in the euro zone.

Against this backdrop, the Finance Minister presented a budget that focuses on growth touching every
aspect of the economy, especially job creation.

The
budget has provided for an increase of up to X1,50,000 deduction p.a. on the interest component of a home
loan borrowed before March 31, 2020, provided the property value is under 45 lakh. With this, the total
fiscal incentives on a home loan by way of interest deductions are %3.5 lakh p.a. (A)

Apart from this there is already a tax benefit on repayment of principal of up to X1.5 lakh. Having said all
this, if the borrower buying such a property also fulfils all the requirements of the PMAY scheme, then the
effective overall interest rate on his home loan can be below 4 % p.a. even though the nominal home loan
interest rate being 8.7% p.a. This should provide a huge boost to affordable housing. There has been a
massive clean-up of the NPAs of the banking sector in the past few years and the 70,000 crore
recapitalization plan will adequately bolster the PSU Banks’ capital base and improve credit uptake.
