Chemicals and Consumers should replace each other to make the sentence grammatically and
contextually correct. Hence, option (c) is the right answer choice.

S2. Ans. (b)
Sol. arrangements and working should replace each other to make the sentence grammatically and
contextually correct. Hence, option (b) is the right answer choice.
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S3. Ans. (c)
Sol. negative and observation should replace each other to make the sentence grammatically and
contextually correct. Hence, option (c) is the right answer choice.

S4. Ans. (c)
Sol. Standing and Assailant should replace each other to make the sentence grammatically and
contextually correct. Hence, option (c) is the right answer choice.

Sol. Repatriated and Across should replace each other to make the sentence grammatically and
contextually correct. Hence, option (c) is the right answer choice.

Sol. Sang and observe should replace each other to make the sentence grammatically and contextually
correct. Hence, option (c) is the right answer choice.

S7. Ans. (a)

Sol. Here, 1-4i.e, ‘presentation’ will be replaced by ‘shift’ to make the sentence grammatically and
contextually correct. The sentence thus formed is,

“After the presentation of the Union Budget later this week, focus will soon shift to the Monetary Policy
Committee (MPC) of the Reserve Bank of India (RBI)”.

Sol. Here, 2-4 i.e, ‘pattern’ will be replaced by ‘spending’ to make the sentence grammatically and
contextually correct. The sentence thus formed is,

“It is possible that the consumption pattern of households has changed since the

consumer expenditure survey of 2011-12 and Indian households are now spending

more on health and education”.

S9 Ans. (a)

Sol. Here, 1-4 i.e, ‘tendency’ will be replaced by ‘time’ to make the sentence grammatically and
contextually correct. The sentence thus formed is,

“There is a tendency among political leaders nowadays to indulge in a war of words over the heirs of
legacies of freedom fighters just around the time of their anniversaries”.

S10. Ans. (b)

Sol. Here, 2-3 i.e, ‘incubation’ will be replaced by ‘contagion’ to make the sentence grammatically and
contextually correct. The sentence thus formed is,

“What makes coronavirus particularly lethal is that it mutates easily and can spread even in its
incubation period, which means the risk of contagion is high even before any symptoms show up”.

S11. Ans. (c)

Sol. The most appropriate set of words that fills the blanks of the paragraph is “Floor, Decisions and
Bumper”. ‘Floor- a minimum level of prices or wages.’ provides the precise context.

Bumper- exceptionally large

All the other words are incoherent and fail to make the paragraph comprehensive. Hence, option (c) is
the most suitable answer choice.
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S12. Ans. (a)

Sol. The most appropriate word-set is “Robust, Boost and Outpacing”. ‘Robust’ is functioning as an
adverb.

Outpacing means ‘go, rise, or improve faster than.” The word appropriately satisfies the context of the
third blank.

The correct word for the second blank is ‘Boost’

Hence, option (a) is the correct answer.

S13. Ans. (c)

Sol. The correct set of words are “suspended, speaking and suspended”. Driving license is something
which could be suspended. So, the first and the third blank would be filled by the same word
‘suspended’. What can be done on mobile phones? One could speak on it. So, speaking is the correct
word to fill the second blank.

Hence, option (c) is the correct answer.

S14. Ans. (d)

Sol. ‘Restrained’ is a more appropriate word than ‘initiated’ to fill the first blank. The High Court could
have stopped or restrained the State government from initiating any kind of... rather than ‘initiated’ the
State government from restraining any kind of...

Pursuant- in accordance with (a law or a legal document or resolution)

Hence, the correct answer is option (d).

S15. Ans. (d)
Sol. The appropriate set of words which would fill the blank is “robust, pursued, nascent”.
Robust means strong and healthy; vigorous.
Pursued means seek to attain or accomplish (a goal) over a long period.
Nascent means just coming into existence and beginning to display signs of future potential.
Other words are irrelevant and do not coherently fit the blank.
Hence, the correct answer is option (d).
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
