Notes with the portrait of Edward VIII were scheduled for release in the summer 
of '37. But Edward's heart had its reasons and his abdication, at levels mundane, delayed the 
Bank's issues to January 1938 when the first Five Rupee note was issued bearing the portrait of 
George VI.

Sol. Bank holidays under Section 25 of the Negotiable Instruments Act, 1881 are declared by 
Reserve Bank of India.  
 
S7. Ans.(b) 
Sol. OLTAS is a system for collection, accounting and reporting of the receipts and payments of 
Direct Taxes from all kinds of taxpayers, online through a network of bank branches. The 
taxpayers’ data flows from banks directly to Tax Information Network (TIN). TIN  is set up and 
maintained by the National Securities Depository Limited to manage all the data and information 
about challans between the tax department and the banks.  
 
S8. Ans.(c) 
Sol. CAMELS rating system is an internationally recognized supervisory tool which was 
developed in the US to measure the bank’s or other financial institution’s level of risk with the 

help of its financial statements. The parameters used for judgement comprises of capital 
adequacy, asset quality, management, earnings, liquidity and sensitivity. 
The CAMELS rating system is adopted as a tool for determining the strengths and weaknesses of 
the various financial institutions and rating their performance in the economy by the supervisory 
authorities of a country. CAMELS Rating System is given below.

Sol. With the advancement of reprographic techniques, traditional security features were deemed 
inadequate. It was necessary to introduce new features and a new 'Mahatma Gandhi Series' was 
introduced in 1996. A changed watermark, windowed security thread, latent image and intaglio 
features for the visually handicapped were amongst the new features.

Sol. The Reserve Bank of India gives temporary loan facilities to the centre and state 
governments as a banker to government. This temporary loan facility is called Ways and Means 
Advances (WMA).

Sol. The Reserve Bank of India decides upon the volume and value of bank notes to be printed 
every year. 
 
S12. Ans.(a) 
Sol. The individual who is named in the cheque for getting the payment is known as the “Payee”.

Sol. The capital adequacy ratio is calculated by dividing a bank's capital by its risk-weighted 
assets.

Sol. Retail banking, also known as consumer banking, is the typical mass-market banking in 
which individual customers use local branches of larger commercial banks. Services offered 
include savings and checking accounts, mortgages, personal loans, debit/credit cards and 
certificates of deposit (CDs).
