H, who likes White sits second to the right of A and faces opposite direction
of A. The one who likes Pink sits third to the right of H. The one who likes Green sits at one
of the extreme ends and faces north. Neither E nor G sits at any end. C likes Pink and is not
a neighbor of A. A neither likes Green nor White. Those who like Yellow faces same
direction. E, who sits to the immediate left of G does not like Pink. B neither sits to the left
of D nor faces north.
