S1. Ans.(e)

Sol. The National Summary Data Page (NSDP) links are intended to provide quick access to a
single comprehensive source of economic and financial data consistent with the data categories
and components described in the subscriber's metadata. Additionally, many of the NSDPs
include further links to additional data or information on other national Internet data sites.

S2. Ans.(c)

Sol. Asset Reconstruction Company (ARC) also known as Securitization company in India helps
to unlock the value of non-performing assets (NPA) in banks through Securitization and
Reconstruction of Financial Assets and Enforcement of Security Interest (SARFAESI) Act
2002.ARC is regulated by RBI as a Non Banking Financial Company (NBFC).

S3. Ans.(d)

Sol. Call money market is a market for uncollateralized lending and borrowing of funds. This
market is predominantly overnight and is open for participation only to scheduled commercial
banks and the primary dealers.

The Hon’ble Prime Minister of India, while presenting the Union Budget for 1987-88 on
February 28, 1987 announced the decision to establish the National Housing Bank (NHB) as an
apex level institution for housing finance. Following that, the National Housing Bank Bill (91 of
1987) providing the legislative framework for the establishment of NHB was passed by
Parliament in the winter session of 1987 and with the assent of the Hon’ble President of India on
December 23, 1987, became an Act of Parliament. The National Housing Policy, 1988 envisaged



the setting up of NHB as the Apex level institution for housing. In pursuance of the above, NHB
was set up on July 9, 1988 under the National Housing Bank Act, 1987. NHB is wholly owned
by Reserve Bank of India, which contributed the entire paid-up capital.

S11. Ans.(b)

Sol. The Banking Ombudsman Scheme enables an expeditious and inexpensive forum to bank
customers for resolution of complaints relating to certain services rendered by banks. The
Banking Ombudsman Scheme is introduced under Section 35 A of the Banking Regulation Act,
1949 by RBI with effect from 1995.

Sol. Small Industries Development Bank of India (SIDBI) has started full-fledged merchant
banking operations to benefit the expanding number of growth-oriented micro, small and
medium enterprises (MSMESs), especially those with a strong technology and innovation
quotient.
